Call Meeting to Order

Carl Hakansson called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM. Present at the meeting were Vice-Chair Carl
Hakansson, Rob Scherer, Steve Mitchell, Town Manager Michael Herbert and Assistant Town Manager
Jenn Ball.

Carl Hakansson announced that the meeting was be taped and broadcast live on WACA.
Carl Hakansson led the Pledge of Allegiance

Citizen’s Participation

Wendy Candow, South Street came in to express her concern on the number of dogs that are using
Warren Woods. She would like to board to consider charging for a pass usc the area and usc the revenue
for maintenance.

Elaine Kelly, 18 Columbus Ave updated the board on the bus issue at Columbus and Brook which she
stated has gotten better but she said that situation is still not resolved.

Mark Dassoni, Hawthorne Road explained that he has been reviewing the bus situation and he is
mentioned that he will be attending the Upper Charles Rail Trail Meeting tomorrow.

Scheduled Hearings/Appearances

One Day License — St Cecilia’s Parish
Rev. Richard Comell came before the board to request a one day licenses for St. Cecilia’s Church. He
explained that the event will be held on March 18" and that they would like to provide beer and wine at
the event.

Yolanda Greaves made a motion approve the request for a One Day License requested by St Cecilia
Parish located at 54 Esty Street for the St Patrick’s Day Dinner which will be held on March 18, 2017
from 6:00 pm to 9:00. The granting of these one day’s licenses is subject to them providing the TIPS
Certification and returning the Alcohol Policy Sign Off Form. Steve 4-0-0.

Appoint Andrew Campbell as a Firefighter
Chief Boothby explained that he would like to introduce Andrew Campbell who has worked for the

Town of Sherbom Fire Department for 4 years. He said that Andrew attended the Call Firefighter
Academy but will need to atiend the Fulltime Academy. Chief Boothby said he is happy to have Andrew
join the department.



Andrew Campbell thanked Chief Boothby and Captain Robie for the opportunity and he is excited to
start.

Yolanda Greaves made a motion to approve the waiver of the 15-day waiting period with regards to the
Town Managers appointment of Andrew Campbell as a fulltime Firefighter Steve 4-0-0.

Consent Agenda

Rob Scherer made a motion to remove item c from the consent agenda and vote of the remaining items.

Steve Mitchell made a motion to approve the consent agenda as presented. This motion was seconded by
Yolanda Greaves with a unanimous vote of 4-0-0.

Yolanda Greaves made a motion to accept the resignation of Paul Monaco from the Board of Assessor’s
and the Affordable Housing Trust effective January 30, 2017 with our sincere appreciation for all his
hard work. This was seconded by Steve Mitchell with a unanimous vote of 4-0-0,

Old / New Business

Ballot — 2017 Annual Town Election
Steve Mitchell made a motion to instruct the Town Clerk to place one 2-year Planning Board seat and
one 2-year Board of Assessors seat on the May 16, 2017 Annual Town Election Ballot,
Steve Mitchell made a motion to instruct the Town Clerk to place one 2-year Planning Board seat and
one 2-yeat Board of Assessors seat on the May 16, 2017 Annual Town Election Ballot. This motion was
seconded by Yolanda Greaves with a unanimous vote of 4-0-0.

Legislature Support Letter — Bills — Karen Spilka and Jack Lewis
Michacl Herbert cxplained that he would like to send a letter of support for several bills showing local

support and he is requesting that the members of board look at the list and let him know if they are in
agreement on supporting them and sending a letter.

Warren Center Survey and Purchase and Sale Agreement
Michael Herbert explained that considering that the board is short 2 member they will be unable to vote

of this tonight so he asked that this will be brought back to the board at the March 1, 2017 meeting.

Open Meeting Law Response - Regionalization Meeting
Michacl Herbert said that we received an OML complaint for the Regional Meeting that members
attended on December 8, 2016, The complaint was a result of 4 members attending a meeting that we
had only thought 2 members were going. Michael explained that we are required to acknowledge the
violation and take corrective action which would be reviewing what was discussed at the meeting.

Yolanda Greaves explained that we should be able to obtain minutes from another community, Steve
Mitchell said there was an introduction, a discussion on recreational marijuana, shared DPW services,
and they talked about the current shared Veteran's Services. The next meeting will be on March 9™ and
it will be hosted in Ashland.

Vote to accept the FY18 General Fund Operating Budget
Michael outlined the FY'18 General Fund Operating Budget and he said that budget included adding 2

Firefighter, increase the hours at the Library. He said the revised budget includes 280,000 for a
Riverwalk program and 120,000 for the Quict Zone Engineering. Michael mentioned that we will be



allocating from the budget money for the Riverwalk and we will be receiving some funding that Karen
Spilka help us to obtain.

Yolanda Greaves made a motion to accept FY 18 General Fund Operating Budget of 55,652,294, This
motion was seconded by Steve Mitchell with a unanimous vote of 4-0-0.

Board Reports

Rob Scherer

Raob said that he talked to the Town Clerk about the cost of early voting and she told him it cost the Town
of Ashland $8400.00. Rob wanted to know if Michael Herbert thought we would get reimbursed for this
expense which Michael didn’t feel would happen.

Rob also mentioned that he thinks we should have the state lock at the traffic issues ncar the train station
to see if we can get them to do any mitigation. Yolanda mentioned that part of the issue is working with
the state to see if the Cordaville Road (statc road) and the bridge (town) can be worked on together.

Steve Mitchell

Steve would like for the board to ook at revising the Noise Bylaw. He understands that this bylaw
overlaps with the Board of Health and he wants to bylaw to be very clear. Steve also mentioned that he
would like the Board of Selectmen to look at better defining Entertainment,

Steve attended “Hazy Day” seminar that was presented by MAPC and SWAP which had a focus on
planning for recreational marijuana,

Steve reminded everyone to consider helping or checking on a neighbor especially the seniors during the
bad weather and lend a hand to those in need.

Yolanda Greaves
Yolanda would like to see the community extent the marijuana moratorium for another year.

She also said that she will be attending MWRA exccutive board meeting tomorrow on regionalized trails
and how they can support the local communities. Yolanda said that she will continue to attend to support
the Pond Street Working Group to be sure it stays on track with TIP program.

Yolanda said that she attended the Farmer's Market and said it was well attended.

Lastly Yolanda reminded everyone that is looking to attend the Volunteer Breakfast to be they rsvp.

Carl Hakansson

Carl mentioned that we have had many new volunteers get involved in Ashland and he said that it is very

encouraging that new people are getting involved.

Carl said that there has been discussion about adding another meeting in March to discuss boards and
comimittees.

Yolanda explained that there has been some discussion about holding a Community Committee Fair.
The fair would allow all the committees to come together and promote what they are working on and also
provide an opportunity to fill the vacancies.

Carl said that the new Telechron sign was installed and the best view of it is from Front Street.

Rob Scherer explained that he went to Dr. Greens last week. Rick Holmes from the Metrowest Daily
News will be moving on and he wanted to note that change.



Steve Mitchell made a motion to adjourn. This motion was seconded by Yolanda Greaves with a
unanimous vote of 4-0-0.

PURCHASE AND SALE AGREEMENT

This Purchase and Sale Agreement (this “Agreement”)is made as of the _ day of s
2017, by and between MASSACHUSETTS STATE COLLEGE BUILDING AUTHORITY(“Seller™), a
body politic and corporate constituted pursuant to Chapter 703 of the Acts of 1963, as amended 253
Summer Street, Boston, Massachusetts 02210 and TOWN of ASHLAND, a Massachusetts municipal
corporation{“‘Buyer”), whose mailing address is 101 Main Street, Ashland, MA 01721.

In consideration of the mutual covenants herein contained, and other good and valuabie
consideration, the receipt and sufficiency of which is hereby acknowledged, Seller and Buyer hereby agree
as follows:

I Apgreement to Buy and Sell; Premises. On the terms and conditions set forth herein, Seller
shall sell to Buyer and Buyer shall purchase from Seller the following:

(a) that certain land located at 433 and 529 Chestnut St, Ashland (Warren Conference
Center), consisting of two parcels of land; one parcel to be subdivided from 433 Chestnut St, consisting of
approximately 0.8 acres or 35,000 square feet, identified as Lot 3B as shown on a plan of land attached
hereto as Exhibit A (*Plan A™), and a second parcel to be subdivided from 529 Chestnut St, consisting of
approximately 0.57 acres or 25,000 square feet, identified as Lot 1A as shown on a plan of land attached
hereto as Exhibit B (“Plan B”) (together the “Land”), the improvements located on said Land, and the
fixtures and cquipment located on the Land used in connection therewith (the “Improvements™); the Land
and the Improvements are hereinafter referred to as the “Premises™);

(b) all right, title and interest of Seller in and to any alleys, strips or gores adjoining the
Land, and any eascments, rights of way, appurtcnances, privileges or other interests in, on, under or to, any
land, highway, street, road, right of way or avenue, open or proposed in, on, under, across, in front, abutting
or adjoining the Land; and

2. Title; Deed. The Premises are to be conveyed by a good and sufficient quitclaim deed (the
“Deed”) running to Buyer, or to any designated assignee to whom this Agreement has been assigned by
Buyer pursuant to Section 21 of this Agreement (which assignment shall occur at lcast ten (10) days prior to
the Closing Date). The Deed shall convey good and clear record and marketable title to the Premises,
insurable by a nationally recognized title insurance company, free from all title defects and encumbrances,
except

a. provisions of existing building, municipal, zoning and other governmental laws,
ordinances and regulations;

b. such taxcs for the then current year as are not due and payable as of the Closing Date;

c. any liens for municipal betterments assessed and recorded after the date of this Agreement;

d. such other licns, easements, restrictions, encumbrances, encroachments and other title

matters of record and survey matters which do not interfere with the use of the Premises for
Buyer’s intended use as determined by Buyer pursuant to Section 8.

e. Access and underground utility easements to be reserved by Seller in the Deed as shown on
Plan A with respect to Lot 3B, and such utility easements serving Seller’s remaining
premises as may be located underground on Lot 1A.



3. Purchase Price. The Purchase Price for the Premises is TWO HUNDRED NINETY
THOUSAND AND 00/100 ($290,000.00) DOLLARS, of which

a. $500.00 has been paid by Buyer to Seller as a deposit (the “Deposit™) and shall be
delivered by Seller to Escrow Agent within three (3) business days after the date hereof;
and

b. The balance is to be paid at the time of Closing by certified or bank check drawn on a

Boston bank or by federal wire transfer providing immediately available funds, taking into
account the adjustments to be made by the parties as provided in Section 14 hereof.

4, Closing Date. The Deed is to be delivered (the “Closing™) on April 4, 2017, or such earlicr
time as the parties may agree in writing (the “Closing Date™). The Closing shall be held at the Town Hall
offices at 101 Main Street, Ashland, Massachusetts, or at such other place as the parties may mutually
agrec. Time is of the essence of this Agreement.

5. Condition of Premises; As Is. Full possession of the Premises, free of all tenants and
occupants, is to be delivercd on the Closing Date, the Premiscs to be then (a) in substantially the same
condition as they now are, (b) free of Seller’s possessions not otherwisc included in the sale, and (c) in
compliance with the provisions of any instrument referred to in Section 2 hereof. Buyer shall be entitled to
inspect the Premises prior to the Closing Date in order to determine whether the condition thereof complies
with the terms of this Section 5. Buyer acknowledges and understands that the Premises will be conveyed
“AS IS, “WHERE IS” and with all faults, The Seller has not made, and the Buyer has not relied on, any
representation or warranty whatsoever whether expressed, implied, or statutory with respect to the Premises
except as expressly set forth in this Agreement. Buyer’s acknowledgments contained in this Section 5 shall
survive the Closing, or the termination or expiration of this Agreement.

6. Extension to Perfect Title or Make Premises Conform; Election to Accept Title. If Seller
shall be unable to give title or to make conveyance, or to deliver possession of the Premises, all as herein

stipulated, or if, on the Closing Date, the Premises do not conform with the provisions hereof, then Seller
shall use reasonable efforts to remove any defects in title, or to deliver possession as provided herein, or to
make the Premises conform to the provisions hereof, as the case may be, in which cvent Seller shall give
written notice thereof to Buyer at or before the Closing Date, and thereupon the Closing Date shall be
extended for such period as may be reasonably necessary but not more than thirty (30) days for the Seller to
correct any such failure. If at the cxpiration of the extended Closing Date, Seller, having used reasonable
efforts shall have failed so to remove any defects in title, deliver possession, or make the Premises conform,
as the case may be, all as herein agreed, then Buyer may elect to terminate this Agreement by giving written
notice to Seller, in which event Seller shall refund the Deposit to Buyer and this Agreement shall thereafter
be void and without further recourse to either party except as to the indemnification obligations of the
parties as set forth in this Agreement, all of which provisions shall survive such termination,

Buyer shall have the election, at either the original or any extended Closing Date, to accept such
title as Seller can deliver to the Premises in its then condition and to pay therefor the Purchase Price reduced
by the amount required to remove any monetary liens.

To enable Seller to make conveyance as herein provided, Seller, on the Closing Date, may use the
purchase money or any portion thereof to clear the title of any or all encumbrances or interests, provided
that all instruments so procured are recorded simultaneously with the delivery of the Deed.

7. Due Diligence. Buyer shall have sixty (60) days from the execution of this Agreement (the
‘Due Diligence Period™} to determine the suitability of the Premises for its proposed use. During the Due



Diligence Period, Buyer, at Buyer’s sole expense, may conduct such reviews of the Premises with respect to
applicable environmental and zoning laws, soil conditions, utility services, title, financial feasibility, and
the like as Buyer may deem to be necessary and appropriate,

In the event that Buyer is not satisfied, in its sole and absolute discretion, with any condition or
aspect of the Premises,_notwithstanding_any_disclosures made by the Seller hereunder, or if Buyer
determines in its sole discretion, for any reason whatsoever or for no reason, not to proceed with its
purchase of the Premises, Buyer shall have the right to terminate this Agreement by written notice to Seller
at any time on or before expiration of the Due Diligence Period, and upon the giving of such notice, all
obligations of all parties hereto shall cease and this Agreement shall be void and without recourse to the
parties hereto and the Deposit shall be returned to Buyer.

Seller hereby agrees that Buyer and Buyer’s representatives, consultants, engineers and/or agents
shall have the right of access to the Premises at all reasonable times upon reasonable notice, all at the sole
risk and responsibility of Buyer, to conduct such inspections and investigations as Buyer deems necessary.
Seller acknowledges that the Buyer's testing may require the digging of one or more borings on the
Premises, and a survey may cause usual and customary holes. Buyer agrees promptly to re-grade, re-pave
and restore reasonably the Premises upon the taking of any borings and to undertake such tests using
appropriate caution, including contacting “Dig Safe” and locating underground utilities, if any. Buyer
agrees to indemnify and hold Seller harmless from and against any damage, claims, loss or liability arising
out of any actions, injury or damage arising from any activity of Buyer, its representatives, consultants,
engineers and/or agents on the Premises.

Seller shall provide Buyer with copies of any surveys, title insurance policies, environmental and
geotechnical reports, engincering or other documentation relating to the Premises that are in Seller’s
possession. Buyer shall keep all information, documentation, studies and analysis delivered to it by Seller
or prepared by it or on its behalf confidential and shall not disclose the same to any third party, except its
attorneys, accountants, lenders and other advisors who have a need to know, or as are considered public
records in accordance with the Massachusetts General Laws.

8. Titie Review. Prior to expiration of the Due Diligence Period, Buyer will notify Seller of
any manner in which the title to the Premises as of the date thereof does not comply with the standards of
this Agrcement (“Buyer’s Title Defect Notice™). Seller shall notify Buyer within ten (10) days of Buyer’s
Title Defect Notice as to the actions which Seller intends to take to cure such title defects (“Seller’s Title
Responsc™). In the event that Seller does not provide reasonable assurances that Seller will endeavor to
cure said defects, then Buyer, by an additional notice to Seller given within the (10) days of Seller’s Title
Response, shall either (i) terminate this Agreement by a further notice to Seller, (ii) waive some or all of
Buyer’s objections in Buyer’s Title Defect Notice, or (iii) notify Seller of any defect which Buyer asserts
Seller is required to remedy under Section 2.

Notwithstanding any other provision of this Agreement to the contrary, (a} Buyer will be deemed to
have waived any objections to all title matters existing as of the end of the Due Diligence Period to the
extent any such objection(s) is (are) not noted in the Buyer’s Title Defect Notice to Seller, and (b} Scller
shall be deemed to have cured any title defect if Buyer or Seller can secure owner’s and lender’s title
insurance policies from a national title insurance company at standard premiums (to be paid by Buyer)
which affirmatively insures Buyer against loss or damage as result of such title defect, which affirmative
coverage shall be satisfactory to Buyer in its reasonable judgment.

The above Buyer’s Title Defect Notice shall not apply to any matters of record title or of survey
first recorded or occurring after the date thereof. Buyer shall have the right to raise as further objections at
any time prior to the time for performance hereunder, any such additional title objections as first appear of
record afier the date hercof and Seller shall be likewise obligated, pursuant to the provisions of Section 2 of
this Agreement, to dispose of such objections prior to the Closing Date.

Notwithstanding anything to the contrary contained herein, any title matter that is the subject of a
title standard of the Real Estate Bar Association for Massachusetts at the time for delivery of the Deed shall
be governed by said title standard to the extent applicable.

9. Seller's Representations and Warranties. As an inducement to Buyer to enter into this
Agreement and recognizing that all such warranties and representations are material and shall survive the
Closing, Seller represents, warrants and agrees that:

(a) Seller is the sole owner of the Premises and has the power and authority to execute
and deliver this Agreement and perform its obligations hereunder without the necessity of any consent,
approval, authorization or other action of any party or governmental authority whatsoever. Seller is not
currently bound under any contract with any third party concemning the transfer or sale of the Premises or
any portion thercof.

(b) There are no leases, subleases, licenses or other rental or occupancy agreements
(written or oral) in force or effect which grant any possessory interest in or to the Premises except for leases
that will be terminated by Seller before the Closing Date,

(c) Therc are no construction, management, leasing, service, equipment, supply,
maintenance or concession agreements with respect to the Premiscs.

(d) Seller has received no written notice from any public authority to the effect that the
Premises or any portion thereof is not in compliance with all federal, state and local laws, ordinances,
codes, regulations and requircments.

(e) There is no litigation, arbitration, or other legal proceedings pending or
administrative procecdings pending, or, to the knowledge of Seller, threatened in writing, against Seller,
which might affect the Premises or the transaction contemplated hereby. Seller is not in default in any
respect of any order, decree or rule of any court or governmental authority which might affect the Premises
or the transaction contemplated hereby.

(H Seller has not received any written notice or other written advice informing Seller
that any part of the Premises is subject to pending or threatened proceedings involving a taking by eminent
domain or under other law.

(g) Seller has no actual knowledge of the generation, storage or disposal of oil or
hazardous material on the Premises by any party other than as disclosed in a Phase 1 Site Assessment for
529 Chestnut Street by O’Reilly, Talbot & Okun Associates, dated June 9, 2015, a Phase 1 Site Assessment
of 433 Chestnut Street by O’Reilly, Talbot & Okun Associates, dated March 25, 2016, and a report of a soil
sampling and analysis conducted by O’Reilly, Talbot & Okun Associates, dated March 31, 2016, For the
purpose of this Agreement, "oil" and "hazardous material" shall have the meanings ascribed to them in
M.G.L. c.

10. Buyer's Representations and Warranties. As an inducement to Seller to enter into this
Agreement, Buyer represents, warrants, and agrecs that:
